alpine ash Irritation to nose, eyes and throat, dermatitis 
blackwood Dermatitis, asthma, irritation to nose and throat 
cocobolo Dermatitis, irritation to nose and throat, conjunctivitis, bronchial asthma, nausea 
Douglas fir (oregon) Dermatitis, nasal cancer, irritation to eyes and throat 
ebony Skin inflammation, acute dermatitis, sneezing, conjunctivitis 
European elm Dermatitis, irritation of mucous membranes, cancer 
European walnut Dermatitis, nasal cancer 
jarrah Irritation to nose, throat and eyes 
kwila (merbau) Dermatitis, rhinitis 
lignum vitae Dermatitis 
N.Z. white pine Dermatitis, irritation to nose, throat 
oak (European and 
Japanese ) 

Nasal cancer, dermatitis, sneezing 

padauk Asthma, dermatitis 
poplar Asthma, dermatitis, bronchitis 
red cedar Violent headache, giddiness, stomach cramps, asthma, bronchitis, dermatitis, irritation of 

mucous membranes 
redwood Dermatitis, asthma 
rimu Irritation to nose, eyes 
rosewood Dermatitis, asthma 
spruce Irritation to nose and throat 
teak Dermatitis, conjunctivitis, over sensitivity to light, swelling of scrotum, irritation to throat& 

nose, nausea 
yew Dermatitis, headache, congestion of lungs, nausea, fainting, irritation of alimentary tract,
